ISTE releases standards as the NETS at ISTE2011 in Philadelphia
August 15, 2011:
ISTE submits standards to NCATE

October 2011:

NCATE board meeting for approval

March 15, 2012:
Schools of Education can begin to be evaluated against the refreshed standards

Fall 2013:

NCATE requires all programs to used refreshed standards
Materials for Refresh Forums

We have developed data collection materials that can be used in rooms with or without connectivity.  However, in both instances, we are working to collect the data electronically.

The packet of materials include:

· Sign In Sheet:  ISTE tracks the number of people who are providing feedback, the state/country they are from, and job title.

· Agenda Template:  This helps guides the flow of the event.  
· The latest set of draft standards (see NETS Refresh page to confirm that you have the most recent set of Technology Leader, Technology Facilitator, and Secondary Computer Science Educator standards)

· NETS for Administrators Program Director profile, for reference

· Activities worksheet that mirrors questions in the data collection survey

· Backgrounder for the Refresh of the Standards
· Powerpoint Template:  The ppt is designed for you to adapt it to your needs.

Leading the Presentation
Before you start

· Request that the room you use be set in rounds of no more than 10 to encourage group participation. 

· The Refresh activities take between 1 and 1.5 hours, depending on if you will focus on one, two, or three sets of standards.  If you decide to focus on one or two of the standards, you can skip the questions in the survey that don’t pertain to the set of standards you are focusing on.
· Adapt the powerpoint and the Agenda to localize the information.

· Print Sign In sheets—one for each table.  Please mail or scan and email them to Carolyn Sykora after the event is over.

· Print Activity Worksheet as a reference.  We are encouraging data to be submitted electronically, however, the standards or the worksheets can help people focus on the activity and allow them to write notes or thoughts that will be incorporated into the collective submission from that table.  We suggest that you photocopy them on colored paper for easy reference.
· Enlist the help of a co-facilitator to track group dynamics, ensuring that the recorder is capturing feedback from the whole group and to sit in on several groups during the activities. 

During the event

· Identify a volunteer recorder who will capture the collective ideas, suggestions, and feedback from their table.  

· If you have connectivity, ask recorders to open the web surveys listed above.  If you don’t have connectivity, you and your co-facilitator can use USB drives to copy worksheet onto each recorder’s computer.

· Encourage discussion and collaboration among each group right up front and the submissions should reflect that collective wisdom.  ISTE believes that a collaborative effort among peers is a great professional development activity for educators AND increases the quality of the feedback because people get inspired and think outside the box.
· Before the end of a session without connectivity, have a co-facilitator collect the worksheets on one jump drive so they can be emailed to Carolyn Sykora (csykora@iste.org).
· Encourage participants to ask their colleagues and networks to participate in the individual surveys.  Visit http://www.iste.org/standards/nets-refresh-project.aspx for the most up-to-date survey.
